There are two things that are essential to student success in Algebra 2 – time and effort.  Students who experience great difficulty are those who do not do homework, do not learn vocabulary, and who do not use class time wisely.  The successful math student commits to outside study and reads the textbook.  Algebra 2 provides students with a challenge of higher-level mathematics that allows students to translate real-life situations to mathematical models, obtain mathematical solutions, and translate those solutions back into context of real-life applications.

Policies to be followed
